Little Liturgical Teachings

Sitting, Standing and Kneeling

Some of older years may have been taught that in The
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over the past forty years that are based on more ancient
practice. First, there was an acknowledgment that the custom
for Jewish prayer is to stand, and this was certainly the
practice in early Christian public worship. Once Christians
began meeting in public places there were no chairs or
kneelers and people stood for the whole liturgy. Eventually
kneeling became customary for penitential prayer such as the
Confession, but standing was still customary for all other
prayer. During the Middle Ages when the liturgy was in Latin
and people could not participate they attended to their
private prayers while the priest said the Mass inaudibly in
Latin. Additionally, the theology of the Mass in the Middle
Ages focused on the sacrifice of Christ and the whole mood
was penitential. But in Eastern Orthodoxy the theology was
much more focused on resurrection and the Eucharist was
seen as an ascension into heaven. Thus the custom in that
tradition has always been to stand in praise. Early Anglican
Prayer Books attempted to reserve kneeling only for
penitential prayer, but customs have always been hard to
change and kneeling for other prayers has persisted. The
current Book of Common Prayer allows for varying practices at
the same time, which are reflected in its rubrics and in this
order of service. The posture that is suggested first is
preferred to the one which comes after. To be sure, while
kneeling is allowed, the Eucharistic Prayer, or Great
Thanksgiving, is a prayer of praise. Kneeling for the Prayers of
the People and the Eucharist is Medieval Roman Catholic
practice, while standing is the more ancient practice.

And he said: "Until cities lie waste without
inhabitant, and houses without people, and the land is utterly
desolate; until the LORD sends everyone far away, and vast is the
emptiness in the midst of the land. Even if a tenth part remain in
it, it will be burned again, like a terebinth or an oak whose stump
remains standing when it is felled." The holy seed is its stump.]
