Antiphonal singing

A stylistic technique is used in cathedrals and

churches which use an antiphonal style of singing.
this case, the choir is dded into two halfchoirs,

usually facing one another. They are typically name
Decani (usually the hatfhoir to the south side) and
Cantoris (usually the hatfhoir to the north side)The
choir may employ either of the techniques known as
guarter-chantng and hakchanting.

With antiphonal singing, the first two verses, Gloria
and perhaps last two verses are often sung by the
whole choir.

A few choirs (such as King's College, Cambridge)
elaborate further, e.g. by having some verses sung
soloists.
