The Great Litany
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The Litany was the first English language rite
prepared by Archbishop Thomas Cranmer. It was firs
published in 1544. Cranmer modified an earlier litany
form by consolidating certain groups of petitions into
single prayers with response. The Litany's nsehurch
processions was ordered by Henry VIII when Englan
was at war with Scotland and France. It was printed 4
an appendix to the eucharist in the 1548dk of
Common Prayer, the first prayer book in English. Th

Rite One

The texts of Rite One are largely from the first BCP o
1954, edited by Archbishop Cranmer. The
predominant theology of the day was penitential, thus
making Rite One an appropriate liturgy for Lent.
