Little Liturgical Teaching

For at least the seven years St. Paul’s has used liturgical texts
from a book entitled Enriching Our Worship 1, an official book
of the Episcopal Church. The Nicene Creed and the Eucharistic
Prayer in today’s leaflet come from Enriching Our Worship.

“Enriching our Worshipis not intended to supplant the
Book of Common Prayer, but rather to provide additional resources
to assist worshiping commuaeii wishing to expand the language,
images and metaphors used in worship. In some cases the canticle
and prayers represent theovery of ancient biblical and patristic
images, such as the identification of Christ with Wisdom, and in
other cases imagelsioh speak of God in other than the familiar
masculine terms which have been so much a part of our liturgical
prayer. Expandingur vocabulary of prayer and the ways in which
we name the Holy One bear witness to the fact that the mystery of
God transcendsl categories of knowing, including those of
masculine and femining.
