Little Liturgical Teaching 
 
“Why and when do some people bow their heads?” There are a 
variety of practices at St. Paul’s Cathedral regarding bowing, all of 
which are ways of showing reverence. The most widely done practice 
is to bow to the altar, either  when entering the Cathedral, or when 
entering one’s pew. It is a sign of reverence for the sacramental 
action that takes place on the altar, and is often referred to as 
“reverencing the altar.” Probably the next most common action is 
bowing when the Processional Cross passes in procession.  Some 
people bow their heads at the name of Jesus. During the Nicene 
Creed some people bow their heads at the words, “For us and for 
our salvation he came down from heaven, was incarnate of the Holy 
Spirit and the Virgin Mary and became truly human.” This is the 
moment in the Creed when we commemorate the Incarnation, the 
coming of God into human flesh in the person of Jesus, while in 
Mary’s womb. Bowing one’s head is a way of honoring and observing 
this important doctrine of the Church. Similarly, some people bow 
their heads later in the Creed in reference to the Holy Spirit at the 
words, “who with the Father and the Son is worshiped and glorified”, 
as a sign of worship and reverence for the Holy Spirit. 
 
There certainly is no rule regarding bowing, but many people find 
that if they do certain actions with their bodies, then their minds and 
hearts follow.
