 As I collapsed into bed Easter night I could still hear and see sights and sounds of Holy Week 

at St. Paul’s Cathedral; from Jazz saxophone and piano to acoustic folk guitar, to triumphant brass, 

organ and choir; from Lennon and McCartney, to Woody Guthrie, to Pergolesi and almost everything 

in between.  Along with the sounds were memories of very many sights; the subtle hues of the Jazz 

Evensong on Palm Sunday, the Bishop and Deacon Jane washing feet on Maundy Thursday and the 

always moving stripping of the altar; the tortured faces of parishioners as they shouted “Crucify him!” 

during the reading of the Passion Gospel on Good Friday; the glorious flame of the New Fire followed 

by the glistening forehead of newly Baptized and Anointed Emma Grace at the Easter Vigil;  the 

nearly miraculous transformation of the Cathedral into a spring garden thanks to the Altar Flower 

Guild; the dancing in the aisles by the children at the Discovery Mass; and the large congregation 

shouting “The Lord is risen indeed!” at the 11:00 Festival Choral Mass. 

  “Liturgy” literally means “work” and the liturgies of Holy Week and Easter do indeed require 

the work of many people.  My thanks goes out to Jon Howell who made leaflets, washed dishes, 

played guitar and sang his heart out at eight liturgies between Palm Sunday and Easter; Jim Potts for 

preparing the Cathedral Choir and instrumentalists so beautifully for all of the liturgies; the Altar 

Flower Guild for the above mentioned transformation of the Cathedral; Jim Pecoy and the Altar Guild 

for the numerous settings of holy vessels for all of the liturgies; and the many Readers, Ushers, Chal-

ice Bearers, Acolytes, Vergers and Masters of Ceremonies who help make our liturgies vehicles of 

God’s presence in our midst. 

 None of this would matter if you the people, the laos, did not join in this work.  The hearty par-

ticipation of all of you is the most enduring memory of this Holy Week.  Our overall attendance, as 

indicated below, was higher this year than last year. One observation worth noting is that the greater 

the diversity of services we offer in a day the greater our attendance. St. Paul’s Cathedral, as individu-

als and as a people, has died and is risen.  

As we live into this risen life and consider our future we do well to remember that our strength 

comes not merely from doing what has worked in the past, but trusting and believing that God has 

called us to an even better future.
