Advent, the coming, is a time to prepare for the return of
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justice and peace for all. In contrast from all that seems to lower our
expectations about God and life comes the story of God returning in
human flesh, to share in our sufferings, pains and injustices, as well
as our blessings and joys, to show us a better way, to sanctify all of
AY us and thus all that life brings, and to teach us how we as a humanity
may live happily together by walking in His way. | think that the
reason Advent is so lost and forgotten in our culture is because
while we long nostalgically for the Christmas story, we forget or we
refuse to believe that Christ is indeed coming again. In response to
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going in the right direction? No. The rich are getting richer, the poorest are getting poorer, the
middle class is shrinking, and the real threats posed by Islamic, Jewish, Hindu and Christian fun-
damentalism seem to be growing even as we seem to be able to do little in response. Add to
these things the financial uncertainties brought on by suiprime lending, oil-fueled inflation,

and growing insurance and health care costs and things look pretty serious. But as people who
live in hope, which is not to be confused with optimism, we believe that all is going to be okay,
that we should not live in fear but in radical expectation.

Living in radical expectation in the midst of all this means we are called to prepare for the
coming of Christ, not simply preparing for Christmas, but for the return of Christ. We prepare for
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one. It means scanning our habitat, just as we would our homes, getting things ready, and mak-
ing sure we are all on our best behavior simply because we want to have a joyful reunion. It
would appear we have much to do.
