“Oh that things would be made right. Oh, that God
would intervene in human history and correct our wrongs.”

I have these sentiments on occasion, and | imagine
you do as well. We want God to take care of things, on our
terms, and in the way that we think would be the best. God
has taken care of things, ironically, more on our terms than
we might have asked for imagined. God, in an act of utter,
foolish love, became one of us, and not as a mighty,
omnipotent warrior, willing that everything be done in a
certain way, or else. Instead, God was born as a baby to
an unwed mother betrothed to an older man. God chose to
become a human being who taught us that love, not might,
makes things right; who taught us that surrendering power
for the sake of the whole, not forcing submission, is the
ultimate powerful act. God chose to die rather than fight
back. God chose to embrace the lowly, the poor, the
women and the outcasts, rather than the rich, the powerful,
and the well placed, and made them the leaders of the
movement known as the Kingdom of God.

God did this for you and for me, and for the lowly,
the poor, the women and the outcasts of today. Would we
have done it differently? Probably. Could we have done it
better? A brief scan of human history yields an answer,
“Not likely.”

To “let go and let God”, a God such as this, calls
for radical self-surrender, radical self-submission which is
not forced by God but compelled by God'’s love.

“And our eyes at last shall see him, through his
own redeeming love; for that child who seemed so helpless
is our Lord in heaven above; and he leads his children on
to the place where he is gone.

From Senior Warden

We made a good, strong showing at the Central New York
Diocesan Convention last weekend and you would have been
very proud to call yourself part of the St. Paul’s family.

We had a table full of talented folks: Dick Pilgrim, Walley
Francis, Doug Mouncey, Laurie Sanderson, Rebecca
Livengood, and Dean Thomas and Deacon Jane Luck. It was
wonderful and powerful to have Bishop Martin Baharona of El
Salvador in attendance at our table as well. Bishop Adams
preached a sermon about creating God’s kingdom on this earth,
and he emphasized that Jesus wants us to make “perfect peace
and justice” real. | have a particular passion for synthesizing the
abstract and theoretical with the practical and the mundane, so
that was particularly impactful for me and I think it might be for
you, too.

I think that perfect peace and justice can take many forms that
are so daily and routine that they might be overlooked. | am
feeling particularly reflective about my own sense perfect peace
and justice. My sense is informed by Jesus’ teaching as well as
the teachings of Immanuel Kant (my personal, spiritual and
intellectual favorite ethicist). Kantian ethics maintains that we
are to treat people not as a means to an end, but as an end — a
sacred end—in and of themselves.

Part of the reason for this feeling is the sudden death of a local
café owner, Linda “Sparky” Mortimer (not a parishioner, but a
delightful member of the Syracuse community). Part of it, too,
extends from my offer to provide some workplace civility training
for the Diocesan Office staff, resulting from my — how to say this
gently—‘experience” with one of them recently. At any rate,
here are a few things I try to keep in mind, every day. Just my
little way of trying to create perfect peace and justice on this
earth:

e Being friendly and warm to strangers, not just at
service but on the street.

e Answering your phone with a bias toward helping,
rather than feeling of resentment for being
interrupted.

e Letting someone into a long line of traffic.

e Giving someone who is having a hard day the benefit
of the doubt.

e Extending honest feedback to someone who seeks it.

e Keeping mindful of the brevity and the fragility of life
itself and considering the possibility that the last
words or thoughts you had with or about someone
could be the last.

¢ Doing a favor for someone who is not in a position —
in the short or the long term—to reciprocate. You just
do the favor for them, period.

Additionally, the Bishop highlighted other wonderful ideas as
he offered his excellent sermon. He used some of Darwin’s
ideas about evolution, indicating that it is not the strongest or
the most intelligent who survive but rather, it is the most
adaptable who survive. Does that not sound familiar, and
perhaps strike a lovely chord among us?

We are adaptable. We tried a new format for a fundraiser that
turned out to be a home run. We adjusted to the lack of heat
in the Cathedral, and held services in the dining room. You
elected a Southern transplant whose Episcopalian reception
is ten years old (representing only 20% of her lifetime, rather
than a “cradle Episcopalian”) to serve as Senior Warden. This
is not about me, it is about you.
