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 The season of the Sundays after 
Epiphany, all the Sundays in February this 
year, focus particularly on the life and  
ministry of Jesus between his baptism by 
John the Bapt is t  and h is  death  and  
resurrection. The Episcopal Church, along 
w i t h  a  n u m b e r  o f  o t h e r  C h r i s t i a n  
denominations, uses a three-year lectionary 
cycle which is known as the Revised  
Common Lectionary. We are now in year two 
of the three-year cycle, which focuses on the 
Gospel of Mark. 

 The Gospel readings from Mark on the 
first three Sundays of February are all about 
Jesus healing people. On the first Sunday, 
February 1

st
, Jesus heals a man with an  

unclean spirit. On the second Sunday,  
February 8

th
, Jesus heals a number of people 

of various diseases, and casts out many  
demons. The third Sunday of February we 
will hear about Jesus healing a leper. 

 When we hear these stories, there 
may a voice in our heads which says, “Why 
doesn‟t Jesus heal people now?” Our  
tradition, the Anglican tradition, looks at how 
we understand God differently than some 
other Christian traditions. First, our tradition 
is one that is hesitant to say too much about 

God, out of a deep respect for the otherness 
of God, God‟s own mysterious ways, which 
are not our ways. But we also say there are 
some things we believe about God, which is 
not the same as saying, “we know these 
things are true.” What we believe is that God 
is revealed to us through Scripture and  
Tradition, that certain truths about God are 
revealed to us which we “know by faith”, 
which is not the same thing as empirical 
knowledge that we use in scientific discovery. 
B u t  w e  a l s o  l o o k  t o  r e a s o n ,  t h e  
understanding that God has given us minds 
to discover and inquire, and that any truth we 
learn by our reason, even empirical truth 
such as scientific discovery, is also truth 
about God. All truth is God‟s truth. 

 Among the empirical truths people have 
learned and are learning are truths about the 
healing arts, both physical and psychological. 
God has given us knowledge that is useful in 
healing people, and in that way, Jesus does 
indeed heal people today, through those who 
practice the arts of healing. 

  

Healing for All 
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 The challenge of our time is how to 
make the healing arts available to all who 
need them. Simply put, when people came to 
Jesus, his first question was not, “do you 
have insurance?” Today, the effects of  
p h ys i c a l  a n d  p s yc h o l o g i c a l  i l l n e s s  
reverberate beyond those with the illnesses. 
Family members, friends, employers, and  
society as a whole are affected by sickness. 
The Church, as the Body of Christ in the 
world,  may not have within i t  a l l  the  
knowledge and skills to heal, but the Church, 
as the Body of Christ, can work to assure 
that those who are sick receive the care they 
need. 

 This is not a new thought. Most  
hospitals were begun by churches. What you 
may not know is that the oldest non-Roman 
Catholic hospital in Syracuse has its origins 
at St. Paul‟s. According to the Onondaga 
Medical Society, “One Sunday in December, 
1872, Bishop Huntington went into the pulpit 
of St. Paul's Church (this would have been in 
the prior St. Paul‟s on Warren St.) and stated 
the need for  the establ ishment of  a  
hospital.  There was but one in the city -  
St. Joseph's.  The story has been recorded 
that two stricken Canadian women, of the  
established church of Great Britain, had 
pleaded with the bishop, when he called 
upon them, for a Protestant hospital.  Upon 
January 28, 1873, the „Journal‟ had a short 
account of the founding of a new charity  
under the name „House of  the Good  
Shepherd.‟  It was the work of the Church 
Brotherhood and Sisterhood of the Protestant 
Episcopal churches of the city.  It was first 
located at 99 East Fayette Street.  It was „to 
furnish a place of temporary refuge, nursing 
and care for needy persons who are sick, 
suffering from accidents, or otherwise  
homeless or unsheltered.‟  It was a first rule 
that „any patient may receive the visits of any 
minister of the gospel of any denomination, 

according to the patient's own belief or  
preferences.‟” 

 

 

 Good Shepherd Hospital became the 
Medical School at Syracuse University, which 
then sold the medical school to SUNY and  
Upstate Medical University was born. Today, 
the old Good Shepherd Hospital building is 
named Huntington Hall and houses the  
Psychology Department and the School of  
Education of Syracuse University.  

 In a wonderful example of coming full  
circle, today Dr. Lynn-Beth Satterly, Professor 
of Family Practice at SUNY Upstate , a Roman 
Catholic and founder of the Emaus Clinic 
across the street from Immaculate Conception 
Cathedral, regularly comes to the Samaritan 
Center in our building to give flu shots and 
other medical care,  

 It is no stretch to say that all of these  
efforts have their roots in this month‟s readings 
from the Gospel of Mark. As we consider our 
future at St. Paul‟s Cathedral, we do well to 
consider how God is calling us to continue  
Jesus‟ ministry of healing “needy persons who 
are sick, suffering from accidents, or otherwise 
homeless or unsheltered.”

Healing for All 
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 Standing on the steps of the Lincoln Me-
morial January 18, Episcopal Diocese of New 
Hampshire Bishop Gene Robinson asked the 
tens of thousands of people attending the "We 
Are One" concert to pray with him for God to 
guide "your child Barack." 
 He also asked God to bless the country 
with tears, anger, discomfort, patience, humility, 
compassion and generosity and "freedom from 
mere tolerance." 
 Robinson gave the invocation before the 
star-studded event that kicked off four days of 
inaugural events in and around Washington, D.C. 
 In his invocation Robinson asked God to 
bless Americans with "patience -- and the knowl-
edge that none of what ails us will be 'fixed' any-
time soon, and the understanding that our new 
president is a human being, not a messiah." 
 Robinson asked God to make Obama a 
"steady, calm captain" for the ship of state, to 
give him time for his wife and daughters and to 
"keep him safe." 
 "We know we ask too much of our presi-
dents, and we‟re asking far too much of this one," 
Robinson said. "We know the risk he and his wife 
are taking for all of us, and we implore you, O 
good and great God, to keep him safe. Hold him 
in the palm of your hand -- that he might do the 
work we have called him to do, that he might find 
joy in this impossible calling, and that in the end, 
he might lead us as a nation to a place of integ-
rity, prosperity and peace." 
  The concert's setting was the same steps 
from which Martin Luther King Jr. proclaimed in 
August 28, 1963 that he had dream of the day 
when all people in the United States would live in 
peace as equals. 
 Robinson had told ENS that his prayer 
would not be "overtly Christian" so that it could be 
"a prayer for all people of faith." 
 Before beginning the roughly 520-word 
prayer, Robinson said, "Welcome to Washington! 
The fun is about to begin, but first, please join me 

in pausing for a moment, to ask God's blessing 
upon our nation and our next president." 
 Calling up the "God of our many under-
standings," Robinson said "we pray that you 
will… 
 "Bless us with tears -- for a world in which 
over a billion people exist on less than a dollar a 
day, where young women from many lands are 
beaten and raped for wanting an education, and 
thousands die daily from malnutrition, malaria, 
and AIDS. 
  "Bless us with anger -- at discrimination, at 
home and abroad, against refugees and immi-
grants, women, people of color, gay, lesbian, bi-
sexual and transgender people. 
 "Bless us with discomfort -- at the easy, 
simplistic 'answers' we've preferred to hear from 
our politicians, instead of the truth, about our-
selves and the world, which we need to face if we 
are going to rise to the challenges of the future. 
 "Bless us with patience -- and the knowl-
edge that none of what ails us will be 'fixed' any-
time soon, and the understanding that our new 
president is a human being, not a messiah. 
 "Bless us with humility -- open to under-
standing that our own needs must always be bal-
anced with those of the world. 
 "Bless us with freedom from mere toler-
ance -- replacing it with a genuine respect and 
warm embrace of our differences, and an under-
standing that in our diversity, we are stronger. 
 "Bless us with compassion and generosity 
-- remembering that every religion's God judges 
us by the way we care for the most vulnerable in 
the human community, whether across town or 
across the world. 
 "And God, we give you thanks for your 
child Barack, as he assumes the office of Presi-
dent of the United States.

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 Presiding Bishop Katharine Jefferts Schori 
asked God during the service's closing prayer 
"strengthen and sustain Barack, our President, 
that in the days to come he may lead your people 
with confidence and compassion.” 
 "On this radiant day we give thanks to you, 
O God, for the freedom to gather united in 
prayer," she prayed, in a prayer that was drawn 
in part from Abraham Lincoln's Second Inaugural 
Address on March 4, 1865. "Strengthen and sus-
tain Barack, our President, that in the days to 
come he may lead your people with confidence 
and compassion. Grant patience and persever-
ance to the people of this Nation.” 
 "With malice toward none, with charity for 
all, may we strive to finish the work you have 
given us to do that we may achieve a just and 
lasting peace. In this time of new beginnings, 
new ventures, and new visions, light in us the fire 
of justice, and the passion for forgiveness. Give 
us the strength to hold fast to what is good that 
we may go forth renewed and committed to make 
hope a reality." 
 The Rev. Sharon E. Watkins, general min-
ister and president of the Christian Church 
(Disciples of Christ) preached the sermon, the 
first time a woman has preached at the service. 
She began by thanking God for raising up a 
leader "who would begin a servant's work with 
worship." 
 Watkins said that "today the nation turns 
its full attention" to the work that awaits it. 
 "As we do, it is good that we pause and 
take a deep spiritual breath," Watkins said, 
preaching from the cathedral's flower-festooned 
Canterbury Pulpit. "It is good that we center for a 
moment. What you are entering now, Mr. Presi-
dent and Mr. Vice President, will tend to draw you 

away from your ethical center. But we, the nation 
that you serve, need you to hold the ground of 
your deepest values, of our deepest values." 
 Watkins extended that charge to the as-
sembled members of the government. "We need 
you, leaders of this nation, to stay centered on 
the values that have guides us in the past; values 
that empowered us to move through the perils of 
the present and of earlier times and can guide us 
now into a future of renewed promise," she said. 
 The service was a variation on the Book of 
Common Prayer's Morning Prayer, and included 
scripture readings, prayers, hymns and blessings 
delivered by faith leaders from across the United 
States.  
  Watkins' sermon drew on the im-
ages in a Cherokee story she told about how 
each person has an angry and fearful wolf and a 
compassion wolf battling inside of him or her. 
She told the congregation that the winner is the 
one each person chooses to feed. 
 "In crisis times, a basic instinct takes us 
over -- a fight/flight instinct we call it and it leans 
us towards the fearful wolf," she said. 
 "In international hard times, our instinct is 
to fight -- to pick up the sword, to seek out ene-
mies, to build walls against the other -- and why 
not?" Watkins asked. "They just might be out to 
get us. We've got plenty of evidence to that ef-
fect." 
 Watkins suggested that the congregation 
consider a recent document from a group of Mus-
lim scholars, "A Common Word Between Us," 
proposed that love of God and love of neighbor 
ought to the basis for building world peace. 
 "That's what we just read in the Gospel of 
Matthew," she said, alluding to the day's reading 
from Matthew 22:36-40 in which Jesus remind his 
followers of the law of the prophets to love God 
and neighbor. 
 Watkins said that people can love God "by 
facing hard times with a generous spirit: by 
reaching out toward each other rather than turn-
ing our backs on each other."
