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Extreme
Cathedral

Makeover

Recently a priest in the diocese asked me
what the meetings are about that we are having at
St. Paul’s Cathedral and I said, “Extreme
Cathedral Makeover.” While that may seem a little
trendy, a little dramatic, or both, I do believe it
captures what has been discussed over the past
couple of months. Through many hours of
discussion and sifting through some 40 question-
naires and conversations with Canon Karen Lewis
it is clear that we have a monumental task and yet
also a great opportunity ahead of us, all with big
challenges to boot!

While our discussions will likely lead to
some significant restructuring of the life of
St. Paul’s Cathedral I would like to address some
of those things that are most particular to me and
my office.

One of the things that Canon Lewis
highlighted is that those who answered the
questionnaires or met with her in small groups
feel that there is a disconnect between the
leadership of St. Paul’s, lay and ordained, and the
average parishioner. In particular, it seems that
some people do not feel cared for by me. Along
with this sentiment is a feeling that people do not
really know Jane and me very well. While these
things are hard to hear, I must also say that I am
not surprised that some people feel this way.

Last summer, before any questionnaires or
meetings with Canon Lewis, I came to my own
conclusion that I would like to feel more
connected with people at St. Paul’s. Largely for
this reason, this fall Jane and I began to have
dinners at our home for those whom we pray for
in the Cathedral Cycle of Prayer in a given month.
Since this is a rotating prayer cycle that includes
all of the households at St. Paul’s, this means that
eventually all of you will be invited to join us and
other parishioners of St. Paul’s for a shared meal
and conversation in our home. Every week I
enjoy calling the people who will be included in
the Cathedral Cycle of Prayer the following
Sunday to let them know we will be praying for
them and to ask what they would like for me to
be mindful of in my personal prayers for them.
At the same time, the desire to get to know
someone is a two-way street and if people would
like to get to know us better we are happy to
respond to invitations from you as well.
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One of the challenges that is a result of the
changes in the structure of the Staff is that where
there used to be two full-time priests there is now
one. From what I can tell, generally speaking the
Dean was seen as the CEO and the Canon was
seen as the pastor. Yet, certainly many people
benefitted from pastoral care from previous
Deans and previous Canons did some
administration. But now all of those expectations

and responsibilities are combined in my office.

And while this is all true, there have also
been expectations, both on the part of people at
St. Paul’s and the diocese, as well as myself, that I
need to be very involved in diocesan affairs; such
as: the Standing Committee, the Commission on
Ministry, the Diocesan Finance Committee, the
Continuing Education of the Clergy Committee,
Deputy to General Convention, the Global
Mission Committee, the Justice, Peace and
Integrity of Creation Committee, the monthly
meeting of the Bishop and Regional Deans, and
the Syracuse East District Clericus. Further, at the
suggestion of members of St. Paul’s I have
become involved in the Onondaga Citizens
League, Thursday Morning Round Table, the
Circles Project, Bridges Out of Poverty, and the
Alliance of Communities Transforming Syracuse.
My role as Dean requires me to be a Member of
the Board of the Samaritan Center which has also
led to my involvement in the Hunger Project.
This is in addition to regular participation in the
Downtown Clergy Association, and the emerging
Cathedral Square project. Cleatly, all of this is too
much for one person who is trying to be a faithful
pastor to several hundred people while also being
a faithful husband, father and grandfather.

In order to correct this, eighteen months
ago I resigned from the Commission on Ministry
and the Continuing Education of the Clergy
Committee. Over the past few months I have
resigned from the Diocesan Finance Committee,
the Justice, Peace and Integrity of Creation
Committee, and I chose not to run for a second
term to the Standing Committee. While I have
valued the work that all these committees do and
enjoyed my relationships with the people who
serve on them, the truth is that I feel liberated!

I am also considering letting go of some of the
other commitments I have in the broader com-
munity.

My point in sharing all of this is that I am
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not only willing but very happy to do what is
necessary and desirable to be more connected
with the people of St. Paul’s, and am looking
forward to having the time, space and energy to
focus more directly on St. Paul’s, both as a
community and as individuals.

There is still work to be done in terms of
clarifying expectations for myself, the Staff, the
Vestry and the Parishioners of St. Paul’s
Cathedral. A Task Force is being established
which will begin to look at the long term issues
that face St. Paul’s and how they might be
addressed. A Communications Task Force is

being established that will do a “Communications
Audit.”

What is most important is that everyone
come to the Annual Parish Meeting on
January 25t to learn what has been taking place
over the past few months and to join in the
process. Canon Karen Lewis will be at the Annual
Meeting and will make a major presentation.

Our patron, St. Paul the Apostle, once
wrote, “Now the Lord is the Spirit, and where the
Spirit of the Lord is, there is freedom. And all of
us, with unveiled faces, seeing the glory of the
Lord as though reflected in a mirror, are being
transformed into the same image from one degree
of glory to another; for this comes from the Lord,
the Spirit. Therefore, since it is by God's mercy
that we are engaged in this ministry, we do not
lose heart.” --2 Corinthians 3:17-4:1.

My prayer is that the coming weeks and
months will be times of transformation for all of
us, including me, in the faith and hope that since
it is by God’s mercy that we are engaged in this
ministry, we will not lose heart.

Lorelei has taught art,
including Graphics, Jewelry, Sculpture and Studio
in Art for 10 years.

We have two children; Caleb will turn 5 on
March 15, and Emma, who joined us March 10,
2008. We had the unusual fortune of being able
to share the joy and responsibility of giving birth.
Lorelei gave birth to Caleb while married to his
tather. He visits his dad every other weekend,
which is why he is sometimes not with us. We
created Emma all by ourselves (well, mostly) and
Kim gave birth to Emma. After much family
discussion- we have decided we are very happy
with keeping our man-to-man defense in the
house. We have two great kids, we ought to quit
while we’re ahead and we still have a little money
to our namel!

How our
church home came
to be St. Paul’s in
Syracuse while we
live in Central
Square is a long
and bumpy story,
and we’ll give the
abbreviated
version here. We
had been members
of a local
community church

before we came to
St. Paul’s.

In 2006 we married each other before God
and our family, and our minister officiated our
ceremony. For several years we were very happy
there. We had found acceptance and were an
active part of a vibrant and local community of
families and children. Unfortunately, in the spring
of 2007, the minister chose to ‘retire’, and created
a path of destruction in his wake. When the dust
settled, so much ugliness had happened that we
were left without both our church family and our
minister. The whole experience took us
completely off guard, and being unchurched was
painful and unsettling.
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Meet the Newcomers

We spent the next year actively church
shopping, visiting any and all churches in our
surrounding area. The experience on the whole
was very frustrating. We found church after
church where there were no children. Many had
ministers who did not have talents in speaking of
God’s word and its relevance to modern life, and
still others were unable to accept us as a family.
We had been to St. Paul’s in the past, very much
enjoying the service and the building, but were
hesitant in choosing it as our church home
because of the distance from our home. That is
the one piece that does not fit as well as we would
hope. We had hoped to find a church community
where our children would be able to attend
church with their classmates. In the end though,
it is more important that we are able to come and
worship as a family. We settled here neatly a year
ago, and Emma was baptized last Easter very
soon after she arrived.

We were able to make our marriage legal in
August when Massachusetts repealed their law
banning out of state residents from applying for
marriage licenses. Lorelei finished the process of
adopting Emma (necessary, because until it was
completed, legally she was a stranger) in Septem-
ber, and we celebrated our “legal nuclear family”
with our friends and family in October.

We are concerned that in the year we have
been here, many families that were here have left.
We are committed to doing all we can to address
this issue that seems to be plaguing churches
everywhere. We believe children should grow up
in church, and be part of the worship experience.
We took our decision to invest in St. Paul’s
seriously, and try to attend as many events as we
are able. We rarely miss a First Friday, and are
looking forward to the Foyers Groups. In our
previous church, we were both very active in lead-
ership roles, but are moving slowly here at St.
Paul’s. We are still recovering from the wounds
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of our past. For the moment, with our young
children, it is enough to come and worship. We
thank the congregation in advance for their
patience as Emma enters those chatty years of
being heard more than seen during church. Caleb
has had years of practice and is generally on good
behavior.

Most of all, we are grateful to the St. Paul’s
community for welcoming us as they have. We
have faith that some day more people will be able
to see the humanity in all of us. Our family is just
like yours. We hope you were lucky enough to
fall in love with your best friend too.
