At the risk of leaving someone out, I would like to re-

count much of what happened. 

 Saturday, December 12-The Altar Guild was at St. Paulôs 

all morning polishing all the brass, oiling the wood, and cleaning 

the marble in the sanctuary. How moving it was to witness peo-

ple with advanced degrees and qualified for highly skilled work, 

wearing jeans and up to their elbows in brass polish or kneeling 

on the floor cleaning. 

 Thursday, December 17-John Rohde and His Friends led 

a profoundly moving and beautiful Mass for Advent, and for the 

third consecutive month the numbers attending this service grew. 

 Sunday, December 20-At the 12:30 Dinka Mass 15  

Sudanese-American children stood at the Altar with me for the 

Great Thanksgiving and loudly prayed the Lordôs Prayer. These 

children and their parents want a Sunday School and weôd better 

get one going for them quick! 
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 Wednesday, December 23-The Greening of the Cathedral 

brought out a good and hard working crew of folks who made the 

Cathedral stunning in Christmas beauty. And along with the hard 

work was lively fellowship, fun and a great meal. 

 

 Thursday, December 24- 

5:00-The first ever ñA Simple Christmas Eveò service drew 75 

people, many if not most of whom were unfamiliar to me. I re-

ceived good comments from people about the service, and to my 

ears it was lovely hearing the hearty singing of Christmas carols 

to acoustic guitar in the Cathedral. 

 

9:00-Later that evening over 50 Sudanese gathered in the Dining 

Room for the Christ Mass in Dinka and English. The care with 

which the Sudanese set up the Dining Room to closely resemble a 

traditional church was a powerful testimony to me of the serious-

ness with which they take their faith. 

 

10:30 and 11:00-The exquisite music of the Cathedral Choir and 

organ supported by flute and organ was absolutely sublime this 

year. It bears noting that this service drew a larger than usual 

number of same sex couples, a number of whom spoke with me 

after the liturgy and expressed how much they loved everything 

about the service. 

 

 Friday, December 25- 

10:00-The traditional Christmas Day service was held with the 

Reverend Peter Williams presiding and preaching and with Nora 

Fleming and Jim Potts providing musical leadership. 

 

12:00-The Sudanese celebrate Christmas Day in community and 

over 40 came for a service and day-long celebration. 

 

 



 

 

 My memory of Christmas at St. Paulôs is filled with a 

great variety of sights and sounds; John Rhodeôs band, Silent 

Night with acoustic guitar, Sudanese drums and dancing,  

splendid Choral and Organ music in the finest Anglican  

tradition. But mostly I remember faces, faces of people as they 

received Christôs Body and Blood in the Sacrament of Bread 

and Wine, faces basking in the glow Christmas, in the glow of 

Christôs love.

 Feeling a twinge of guilt, as Sr. Warden, I did make a 

point of attending the Jazz Mass on the 17th.  Guess what?  The 

increase in attendance between the second and third dates was 

approximately 62%!  Up to 34, including some from St. Paulôs 

as well as a very large number of non-members.  I decided to 

speak about this for several reasonsé 

 First, it serves 

as a good example of 

an individual taking 

the initiative, out of 

their love for St. 

Paulôs, to do some-

thingé  George has 

become the designated 

cheer-leader for the 

Jazz Mass service. 

 Second, people 

have wondered if the 

work that was done 

during the past year by 

the Task Force and 

others has really led to 

anything.  The Jazz 

Mass is a service that 

has grown out of the 

vision and work of our 

Celebrate/Worship 

Ministry Team. 

 Third, during our recent job performance review with 

Dean Luck, attendance/membership was something that we dis-

cussed.  Indicators such as attendance at all of our services and 

events are critical indicators of the health of any organizationé 

all of us, with the Dean, must assume responsibility for develop-

ing strategies to increase our membership.  The Jazz Mass is an 

excellent example of reaching out to the broader community. 
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 Fourth, collecting and evaluating good data, such as atten-

dance information, will help us to strategically plan for our fu-

ture (just as we recently did with financial data to decide to es-

tablish a separate fund designated for capital related expenses).  

For example, what are the implications for St. Paulôs if the 

monthly, mid-week Jazz Mass proves to be a preferred service 

mode (based on attendance data) for an ever increasing number 

of people?  Will there be potential to draw some of the non-St. 

Paulôs member attendees to other services/events at St. Paulôs?  

Will we be prepared to commit larger resources to further  

development of the Jazz Mass service?  

 Fifth, as I have repeatedly said, THERE ARE MANY 

GOOD THINGS GOING ON AT ST. PAULS.  The Jazz Mass 

is but one example.  We need to develop good PR to build on our 

successes.  

 In closing, I want to remind everyone that our Annual 

Meeting will be held on Sunday, January 31st when election for 

Wardens and Vestry will take place, and, annual reports pre-

sented. 

 

Thanks again to everyone who helped to make our Christmas 

services spectacular.

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Coffee Cakes

(Recipe makes two cakes) 

 

Mix these ingredients for crumb top together and set aside: 

 1 cup brown sugar 

 ı cup flour 

 1 TBSP cinnamon 

 1cup chopped nuts 

ı cup butter (1/2 stick) 

 

NOTE:  this can all be done in a food processor which will also 

  chop the nuts 

 

 

Sift together: 

3 cups flour 

1 İ cups sugar 

2 TBSP baking powder 

İ tsp salt 

 

Cut in İ cups (8 tbsp) shortening 

 

NOTE:  These step (2 and 3) can also be done in the food processor 

which cuts in the shortening   nicely 

 

 Beat 2 eggs; add 1 cup of milk and 2 tsp of vanilla.  Add to the flour 

mixture above and stir enough to moisten. 

 

 Grease and flour two 9ò cake pans.  Divide İ the batter between the 

two pans.  Divide İ the crumb mixture between the two pans.  

Repeat a layer of batter and top with the crumb mixture. 

 

Bake at 375 for 25 minutes. Cool and remove from the pans.

BUILDINGS   AND   GROUNDS  COMMITTEE   

IDENTIFIED   FACILITIES   PROJECTS  

 If you own a home, then you are already familiar with the 

tasks of the Buildings and Grounds Committee (B&G).   

 If your hot water tank dies, or your roof springs a leak, these 

are required repairs  ï things that need to be fixed either to prevent 

further damage, or restored prior functioning.  The questions are not 

ñifò or ñwhenò -- but rather ñnowò and ñhow to pay for it.ò  

 If the paint on your house is peeling, or your driveway is de-

veloping pot holes, these are identified maintenance items.  They go 

on your ñto doò list, and you start looking at your budget to decide if 

you can afford to do the project, and when to do it. 

 If your utility bills are too high, you start thinking about add-

ing some attic insulation, replacing windows, or switching to CFL 

bulbs.  These are cost avoidance projects ï you're investing some 

money now in order to save more money in the future.  These pro-

jects may also have other immediate benefits, like fewer cold air 

drafts, or   better reading light.  In the 70's and 80's, these kinds of 

improvements got lumped together under the ñenergy conservationò 

banner, and today they are under the ñgreenò and ñsustainabilityò  

banners. 

 Finally, there are changes that we make to our houses to en-

hance an existing activity, or provide for a new activity.  Some ex-

amples might be remodeling your kitchen, or buying a large screen 

TV, or converting a bedroom to a home office.  In management par-

lance, these are program improvements.  

 We are all familiar with the situation that the total of all our 

needs and wants exceed our available resources.  Whether we recog-

nize it or not, we are ranking our needs and wants in order from most 

important to least important.   The four categories that B&G uses ï 

required repairs, identified maintenance, cost avoidance, and pro-

gram improvements ï are ranked from most urgent to least urgent.  
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 In the 1970's colleges and universities realized that they had 

many, many buildings, and every year there was one unplanned 

emergency repair after another for which they hadn't budgeted any 

money.  They started discussing how to manage their facilities.  This 

developed into concept of the deferred maintenance program  ï  

simply stated, it is a list of all the current and anticipated repairs and 

projects for the next ten years.  Seeing the magnitude of costs, these 

institutions realized that there needed to be a sustained annual fund-

ing commitment to Capital Project budgeting.  (In accounting terms, 

ordinary expenses are this year's costs, and capital expenses are 

those things that last more than one year.) 

 Over the last several years, St. Paul's has repeated this same 

sequence of events.   B&G has complied the descriptions and cost 

estimates, but decreasing resources and emergency repairs have de-

ferred these plans.   With the opportunity of the Reifinstein bequest 

and the Vestry's decision to dedicate its principal and income to the 

maintenance of St. Paul's facilities, we have the opportunity to make 

necessary repairs and begin an orderly implement ion of the identi-

fied maintenance projects.   

 On the next page is the list of all the things that B&G has so 

far identified.  The Required Repairs and Identified Maintenance 

categories comprise our Deferred Maintenance list.  From this list 

B&G will make the 2010 budget recommendations to the Vestry for 

their review and approval. 
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Cathedral, Nave:   Carpet, was last stretched in 2006.  No 

more stretches left. Next time will need to replace carpet. 

5,000 

Cathedral, Nave:  microphone system, obsolete, need to re-

place. 

4,000 

Cathedral, North Wall: water penetrating wall; exterior, re-

point open mortar joints to stop leaks.  Interior: remove ef-

florescence at leak areas. 

5,000 

Cathedral, Robing Room:  Roof leaking, install new metal 

cap over stone wall.  Interior: repair plaster & paint wall 

and ceiling. 

3,500 

Chapel Corridor, Wall:   Prevent moisture penetration, on 

exterior cover damaged exterior stucco with pressure 

treated plywood. 

750 

Deanery, Basement:  Reduce dampness, install "dry-lock" 

on walls to contain dampness, and paint concrete floor with 

rubber-paint.

Deanery, Bay Windows:  Repair leak in metal roof.  Repair 

plaster and paint.

Deanery, Exterior:  Badly deteriorated, rebuild 2 chimneys, 

repoint mortar joints of brick wall at rear porch, and rebuild 

brick steps.

Deanery, Front Steps:  Prevent icing and wood rot, the ex-

isting surface drains towards building.  Either demolish and 

repour concrete, or add new layer of concrete to drain away 

from door.

Deanery, Interior Stairs: Replace removed carpet/rugs in 

stairways, landing and hallways. Do after drywall & plaster 

work of bedrooms and attic.

Deanery, Rear Eave:  Reduce ice damage to lower roof,  

repair/replace gutters.
