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An Unbelieveable Two Weeks!
Can St. Paul’s Cathedral spring into action in the time of crisis? YES, YES,YES!

On Wednesday, | received a phone call could | transport two very sick babies to the
hospital. Two children were suffering from dehydration and malnutrition. The staff im-
mediately went to the apartments of the families that had arrived since September 15t to
evaluate their situations. They found that many were without food. Thursday and Friday
food was purchased and delivered to six families with the most desperate situations. On
Monday through Saturday eight more families received food for a week.

In less than two weeks the people of St. Paul’s:
donated over $2000.
fed 14 families with a weeks supply of food.
shopped, delivered, evaluated needs in apartments.
took five families to a clothing closet for winter clothes,
purchased and delivered 30 shopping carts,
purchased the household supplies that can not be purchased by food stamps
entertained 25 children while their parents took a class
in “how to use the supplies that were purchased”.
donated blankets, blankets and more blankets
and winter clothing for both adults and children

Information that we have learned: When a family is sponsored by a church, the church
provides all the basic necessities and provides the guidance to make sure everything is in
place for the ease of adjustment for the family. Without a sponsor the family is moved into
a basic shell of an apartment. Things like, toilet paper, diapers, dish towel, pot- holder.
Toilet brush, dish pan, soap, comet cleaner and food beyond the basic first few days all fall
“through the cracks”. The families receive a one time issue of $400. per person to pay for
the apartment and the airline fair . (They are given 10 years to pay this back). The people
can not begin to look for work until they receive the proper cards from the government.
The children can not go to school until they receive all the required shots . The food
stamps were issued earlier than usual but they were not activated which caused major
confusion. And, food stamps allows you $1. per person per meal. The system has failed
because of the large number of people to come into Syracuse at one time.

Two weeks after the cry went out: They all have underwear, the food stamps were cor-
rected, boots were purchased by Trinity, Fayetteville and Christ Church, Manlius. There
basic needs have been met, Episcopalians are well-connected and various clothing closets
have opened their doors.

The crisis is over for the moment. We are holding appx. $400. for the next food crisis be-
cause it could happen tomorrow!
