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 You will hopefully notice that this edition 
of The Courier has a different look and that the 
content has been expanded. In an attempt to 
make the Courier a better vehicle for communica-
tion I have asked various entities of St. Paulõs  
Cathedral to begin writing monthly articles in  
order for all of us to have a better picture of life 
at St. Paulõs and to appreciate the work that so 
many people are doing. Among the monthly  
features is a new piece called òMeet the  
Newcomersó where we will be introduced  
to new people at St. Paulõs Cathedral. 

 If you wish to read about other things at 
St. Paulõs that are not covered here please let me 
know. If you would like to submit an article, 
please let me know that as well. It would be most 
welcome. This is your Courier. 

 This November is unusual in the magni-
tude of transitions that take place. Because Easter 
came so early this year, we will have twenty-eight 
Sundays after the Feast of Pentecost last May 11th. 
Not only will we finally change seasons but we 
will have several special liturgical days this month. 

 We will celebrate All Saints Sunday on  
November 2nd. All Saints is a time when the 
Church pauses from the ordinary calendar to  
reflect on the lives of those saints who are not 
particularly mentioned in the Church year but 
whose names may have been forgotten, never 
known, or remembered by only a few. All Saints 
is a true celebration of the best among us, people 
who are not perfect, but through whose lives 
Godõs perfect love has been revealed.  

 On All Saints we celebrate our Commun-
ion with God and with all the saints that we share 
by virtue of Baptism, and we commit ourselves to   
also strive to be people who may not be perfect, 
but who reveal Godõs perfect love. On this day 
we will renew our Baptismal promises and re-
member with anticipation Godõs promise that we 
will all join the saints at the heavenly banquet. 

 A couple of days later will be Election Day, 
which is an interesting coincidence, given that 
scripture sometimes refers to the saints as òthe 
elect.ó The events of the past couple of months 
have shaken our most secular institutions to their 
very foundations. I am not the first to say that it is 
hard to remember a time of so much uncertainty 
on the global scale. To say that it is important that 
we all vote is not only a matter of our duty as  
citizens of the United States, but our duty as  
citizens of the Kingdom or Commonwealth of 
God, our duty as members of the Communion of 
Saints. As we prepare to vote, I can think of no 
better prayer than that portion of the Lordõs 
Prayer, that òGodõs kingdom come, Godõs will be 
done, on earth as it is in heaven.ó I am convinced 
that God exercises wrath by letting us live with 
the consequences of our actions and inactions. I 
am also convinced that how we regard the poor is 
of utmost concern to God. As the middle class in 
this country shrinks, as the numbers of people 
living in poverty increases, and as the chasm  
between the rich and the poor widens, our vote 
on Election Day is indeed a powerful way we may 
help Godõs mission. 
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 Later this month is Thanksgiving Day, our 
national day to give thanks for the many blessings 
God has bestowed on our land, but also a day to 
reflect on our stewardship of what God has given 
us. The collect for Thanksgiving Day prays, 
òAlmighty and gracious Father, we give you 
thanks for the fruits of the earth in their season 
and for the labors of those who harvest them. 
Make us, we pray, faithful stewards of your great 
bounty, for the provision of our necessities and 
the relief of all who are in need, to the glory of 
your Name; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who 
lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one 
God, now and for ever. Amen.ó 

  

 November 23rd is the final Sunday of the 
Church year, otherwise known as Christ the King. 
Some people find the idea of Christ as monarch 
to be difficult because it brings up images of  
royalty in sumptuous aloofness. But the point of 
Christ as King is the different way in which Christ 
serves as King. He is the King who offers his very 
life in order that we might be heirs with Him of 
Godõs reign. He is the King who reaches out to 
the poor, children, women, the sick, the outcast, 
and brings them to the royal feast, where he gives 
himself as food and drink. We are invited, even 
commanded, to join him in this mission.  

 

We can help or we can be stumbling blocks. But 
he will be victorious and reign. As William Tem-
ple, Archbishop of Canterbury in the mid-
Twentieth Century, once said, òWhen we choose 
wisely, God reigns. And when we choose fool-
ishly, God reigns.ó 

 Finally the last Sunday of November is the 
first Sunday of Advent, where we will remember 
that Christ is coming again, yet we are to keep 
awake for no one knows when or how. 

 Hopefully, all of the events of November; 
All Saints, Election Day, Thanksgiving Day, the 
feast of Christ the King, and the first Sunday of 
Advent will bring us closer to Godõs will being 
done on earth as it is in heaven.

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How I Began My Journeyéé 

 It has been about six months, in which I 
have taken a new job, felt a true sense of  
security and unity, and more fully understood the 
emotion of love. These past six months have been 
unusually wonderful for me. I have no way of ex-
plaining it, although I do know something within 
me has changed. Not only have I changed, but I 
have also made a huge impact on those around 
me.

I went and I sat down 
in the first row. I was there all by myself. I prayed 
the longest amount of time in my entire life, and I 
donõt even remember what I had prayed about.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 After I was finished, I went back to Beverly 
and spoke with her about who I would contact 
about being part of the church. She took down 
my contact information, and said that she would

Meet the Newcomers 
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 Not even a whole day past my visit to  
St. Paulõs I received a call from Dean Luck. We 
set up a meeting for the following week and  
successfully met on the mentioned date. When I 
sat down with him, I felt so comfortable, even 
more so than I do with my mother. I mean, I felt, 
as though, I knew this man my entire life. He  
listened to me, and I think that was a major  
difference for me.  

 I began attending services the following 
Sunday and I feel even more empowered each and 
every time I have been in the building. I took in 
every word said, during every service, and carried 
it out the absolute best I could. I lived my life by 
the words of the Lord. I showed my love and 
compassion to everyone that I met on the street 
or I was close to. Iõve found love for myself and 
others that I never knew I had. In doing these 
things I then knew that I have learned the ways to 
properly love God and live by his word and in his 
name. 

 Before I had ever stumbled upon  
St. Paulõs Cathedral, I belonged to a Catholic 
Church here in the Syracuse surrounding area. I 
had attended the church regularly, and had also 
volunteered a tremendous amount of time;  
being in ministries, committees and such.  I was 
part of this church for over five years. When I say 
òpart of the churchó, I mean that I attended the 
masses and I volunteered a large portion of my 
time.

Dear Members of St. Paulõs, 

 In the September issue of the Courier, we 

reviewed the actions that had been taken during 

the summer months to develop the programs for 

the coming yearé and in particular, the childrenõs 

enrichment program and the schedule of services.  

It was stressed that it was doubtful if it would be 

possible to make everyone perfectly happy. 

 We also encouraged people to share their 

thoughts é that we wanted to nurture a more 

open and participatory decision-making process 

for St. Paulõs with the expectation that the  

constructive participation of every member will 

strengthen the life of our Cathedral community. 

 We have a long way to go to achieve that 

goal!  But many parishioners have expressed to us 

and members of the Vestry their concerns about 

how things are at St. Paulõs.   

 What is clearly a shrinking attendance at 

the 10:00 am service makes it clear that things 

arenõt as one would hope.  The absence of four of 

our active families with young children heightens 

this concern. 

 Dean Luck did compare the attendance for 

the month of September each year since 2004.  

Those statistics confirmed that while the  

attendance for September increased from 2004-

2006, September attendance decreased in 2007 

and decreased again in 2008. 

 Dean Luck has also contacted three of the 

four families with children and learned the  

reasons why they are exploring the possibility of 

affiliating with other congregations.  The fourth 

family has moved and left no forwarding address 

or phone number.  Although many expressed  

issues related to their particular family, a recurring 

issue is the lack of a critical mass of children to 

ensure a vibrant program for themé a program 

that included a youth choir as well as òclassó time. 

 The October Vestry meeting (certainly one 

of the longest, if not the record setter, in recent 

memory) was one of lively, open and frank  

discussion.  Although the declining membership 

serves as a catalyst for concern, there are  

obviously many othersé some of which are  

simply symptomatic of the òtimesó, some of 

which are inherent to the Cathedral. 



 What are 

the next steps?  

Even prior to the 

Vestry meeting, 

the Dean had 

scheduled  

meetings in late 

October to  

review/evaluate 

the Childrenõs  

Enrichment  

program, and, the 

emergent church/

Discovery Mass.  

In addition, the Vestry is planning to meet with 

Canon Karen Lewis of the Diocesan staff to  

explore strategies to address concerns that are 

jeopardizing the well-being of the Cathedral. 

 A meeting of interested parents,  

parishioners without school-aged children, and 

representatives of the Vestry did meet on October 

21st to review the Childrenõs Enrichment  

program.  The over-whelming recommendation is 

that a qualified individual needs to be hired to  

develop and implement a childrenõs ministries 

program as soon as possible.  Dean Luck will  

prepare a Job Description for review by those 

who attended the meeting.  Parker Sharron has 

agreed to chair the group and a follow-up meeting 

was scheduled for Wednesday, October 29th at 

7:00 pm at the Cathedral. 

 The Vestry recognizes that it is critical to 

address all of the concerns as quickly as possible.

A.C.T.S. (Alliance of Communities Trans-
forming Syracuse).  Two guests, Robert Sarason 
(Temple Society of Concord) and Peter Williams 
(Grace Episcopal Church) gave the Vestry a  
presentation on A.C.T.S., which is an inter-faith, 
multi-racial, urban-suburban, diverse coalition of 
faith communities that addresses social,  
economic, educational and political concerns in 
the Greater Syracuse area. Three members of the 
Vestry will attend a public meeting to be held at 
Most Holy Rosary Church in the afternoon of 
October 26, when more than 1,000 people are  
expected to attend. They will report back to the 
Vestry in November. 

Issues & Concerns:  A great deal of discussion 
took place regarding the recent departure of a few 
families from St. Paulõs.  This issue will be  
discussed further at an open meeting to be held at 
St. Paulõs on Tuesday evening, October 21. 

Fund-Raiser, Friday, October 24, 2008.  The 
Vestry will be hosting this low-key event.  An  
invitation has gone out to all parishioners  
encouraging their support.  The goal is to raise 
$10,000. 

Budget and Finance:  The 2007 Audit was re-
ceived and approved by the Vestry. The commit-
tee is keeping an eye on the serious stock market 
situation. 

Buildings & Grounds:   Projects to be dealt 
with in 2008-2009 exceed the budget for the year.  
Priorities will have to be made. 

Stewardship:   The Fall Pledge Drive will begin 
three weeks before Thanksgiving. 

The next Vestry Meeting will be held on Tuesday, 
November 11, 2008.
