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In the few short days of September 25-29 some |‘L
major events took place in Oxford, Mississippi, New —
York City and Washington, DC. Trying to digest the first
Presidential debate and the events regarding the bailout
was challenging enough, but during these days I have also
been suffering from bronchitis which, along with the
medication, has contributed to my feeling very tired and
wobbly headed. Added to this is that I babysat our
granddaughter, Serenity, while Jane and Shannon went to
the Women’s Retreat. Mixed in with trying to follow and digest these national events I spent hours
on rainy weekend days watching Dora the Explorer, Spongebob Squarepants, seeing the Syracuse
Symphony production of Bugs Bunny on Broadway, going to the Carousel Mall and riding the
elevators repeatedly, spending a very long time at a McDonald’s Playland and being at home playing
the kinds of wonderful fantasy games that only a three year old can come up with.

All of this contributed to a kind of surreal sense of

the national events. In the debate, why on earth did
Barack Obama say repeatedly, “Senator McCain is exactly
right”, while McCain insisted that Obama is not qualified
to be President but with a straight face said Sarah Palin is
@ qualified to be President? Regarding the bailout, here

were conservative Republican members of Congress
 saying that we should not bail out Wall Street, apparently
in a shouting match with members of the administration
in the presence of the President, while the Democratic
leaders were walking together and cooperating with the
same members of the Bush administration. I’d see the
images on television and the internet, rub my eyes, and think, “Is this for real or is this my illness?”,
only to realize it was surreally real.
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And yet, to be truthful it was my granddaughter who helped
put it all in perspective. As we were walking towards St. Paul’s
following the Bugs Bunny at the Symphony event on Saturday
morning she said, “Papa, I want to look inside the church.” As we
approached the entrance on Montgomery Street we ran into a
couple with two children who were obviously looking at St. Paul’s,
and had just as obviously been to see Bugs Bunny too. I stopped
and introduced myself and asked if I could help them. It turns out
they were married at St. Paul’s a number of years ago, have been
going to other churches on and off, but were thinking about
coming back. One of the children was whimpering a bit but it was
not obvious to me why. I offered to show them around and they
thanked me but said they had to move on, but would be back. As
Serenity and I went inside she asked, “Papa, why do you think that
little girl was crying?” “I don’t know”, I said. And Serenity replied,
“I think it’s because she wanted to come inside and look at our
beautiful church.”

Throughout our 181 year history St. Paul’s has experienced
and weathered many profound events: the Civil War, the Great
Depression, vast cultural shifts and changes. And yet with all of
the changes, St. Paul’s remains a timeless and tangible sign of
God’s holiness, God’s presence, in the midst of a surreal world.
Even in 2008 St. Paul’s can speak to the timeless hunger all people
have, even a three year old, for that which is eternally and profoundly true. As we live in a world of
surreal reality, St. Paul’s draws us in to the real reality, the reality of God’s love, comfort and truth.
