The Epistle: Acts 10:34-43
Lector: A reading from the Book of the Acts of the Apostles.
Peter began to speak to the gentiles: "I truly understand
that God shows no partiality, but in every nation anyone who
fears him and does what is right is acceptable to him. You
know the message he sent to the people of Israel, preaching
peace by Jesus Christ--he is Lord of all. That message spread
throughout Judea, beginning in Galilee after the baptism that
John announced: how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with
the Holy Spirit and with power; how he went about doing
good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, for
God was with him.

When the sabbath was over, Mary Magdalene, and
Mary the mother of James, and Salome bought spices, so that
they might go and anoint Jesus.

You gave the world into our
care that we might be your faithful stewards and show forth
your bountiful grace.

But we failed to honor your image in one another and in
ourselves; we would not see your goodness in the world
around us; and so we violated your creation, abused one
another, and rejected your love.

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Dear People of St. Paul’s Episcopal Cathedral,

During the past few months members of the Vestry and the
Mission Task Force have been hard at work discerning God’s call
for St. Paul’s Cathedral, and you have been invited to be part of
this discernment through the many open meetings that have taken
place. One of the primary resources that we have used, after prayer,
the Scriptures and the Book of Common Prayer, is a book by
Anthony Robinson entitled “Transforming Congregational
Culture.” Bishop Adams has asked that everyone in the Diocese of
Central New York read this important book.

I am very glad to announce not one but two opportunities for
all of us to go deeper and to learn and participate more in the
transformation of St. Paul’s. First, Dr. Richard Pilgrim will lead
four weekly study sessions on Robinson's book -- keeping in mind
the possible implications of that for our local churches. This
program will begin on Thursday, April 30th, 5:30-7:00 p.m. and
continue every Thursday until May 21st. Dick, a member of the
Mission Task Force of St. Paul’s, is recently retired from the
Religion Department at Syracuse University. He holds a M.Div.
from Yale Divinity School, and a M.A. and Ph.D. from the
University of Chicago (History of Religions). He and his wife
Neva have lived in Syracuse since 1970, and both have been active
at St. Paul's Cathedral (especially the choir) for at least the last six-
seven years. The study sessions will be held in the Brewster Room
at St. Paul’s. Please enter through the kitchen door off of the
parking lot.

Second, on May 16th the Diocese of Central New York will
host a Leadership Conference, featuring the author of
“Transforming Congregational Culture”, Anthony Robinson. This
rare and important Leadership Conference will take place at the
Hotel Syracuse, 8:00 a.m.-4:00 p.m. I have attached a brochure
which contains information for registration.

It is my sincere hope that many people from St. Paul’s will
participate in one or even both of these offerings.
