Saul
said to David, "You are not able to go against this Philistine to
fight with him; for you are just a boy, and he has been a
warrior from his youth."

As we work together with Christ, we urge you also not
to accept the grace of God in vain.

See, now is the acceptable time; see, now is the day of
salvation! We are putting no obstacle in anyone's way, so that
