The Presider continues

Glory and honor and praise to you, holy and living God. To
deliver us from the power of sin and death and to reveal the
riches of your grace, you looked with favor upon Mary, your
willing servant, that she might conceive and bear a son, Jesus
the holy child of God. Living among us, Jesus loved us.

He broke bread with outcasts and sinners, healed the sick, and
proclaimed good news to the poor. He yearned to draw all the
world to himself yet we were heedless of his call to walk in
love. Then, the time came for him to complete upon the cross
the sacrifice of his life, and to be glorified by you.
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At the following words concerning the bread, the Celebrant is
to hold it, or lay a hand upon it; and at the words concerning
the cup, to hold or place a hand upon the cup and any other
vessel containing the wine to be consecrated.

On the night before he died for us, Jesus was at table with his
friends. He took bread, gave thanks to you, broke it, and gave
it to them, and said: “Take, eat: This is my Body, which is
given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me.”

As supper was ending, Jesus took the cup of wine. Again, he
gave thanks to you, gave it to them, and said: “Drink this, all
of you: This i1s my Blood of the new Covenant, which is
poured out for you and for all for the forgiveness of sins.
Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me.”

Now gathered at your table, O God of all creation, and
remembering Christ, crucified and risen, who was and is and
is to come, we offer to you our gifts of bread and wine, and
ourselves, a living sacrifice.

Pour out your Spirit upon these gifts that they may be the
Body and Blood of Christ. Breathe your Spirit over the whole
earth and make us your new creation, the Body of Christ
given for the world you have made.

In the fullness of time bring us, with Mary the Mother of our
Lord, Paul the Apostle and all your saints, from every tribe
and language and people and nation, to feast at the banquet
prepared from the foundation of the world.

The Breaking of the Bread
The Celebrant breaks the consecrated Bread.
A period of silence is kept.
Celebrant: Alleluia. Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us;
People: Therefore let us keep the feast. Alleluia.
Then the Celebrant says,
The Gifts of God for the People of God.
(All people are invited to God’s holy table, and if baptized, to
receive Christ’s body and blood in the Sacrament of bread and
wine. If you do not wish to receive Holy Communion, please cross
your hands over your chest and you will receive a blessing. The
FEucharistic ministers receive the Sacrament in both kinds, then
deliver it to the people and following Bishop Adams’ recommendation,
everyone who handles communion vessels At St. Paul's is now using a
hand sanitizer after passing the Peace. Also, as Bishop Adams indicates
in his letter on this subject, and as a number of studies have shown, the
practice of intinction, or dipping one's bread into the cup of wine, is the
least safe way of receiving Communion, and the most likely way to
transmit communicable diseases. Therefore, all are strongly encouraged
to exercise safe practice and either drink directly from the cup, or not
receive from the cup at all. The Bread and the Cup are given to the
communicants with these words:)
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The Body of Christ, the bread of heaven.
Communicant: Amen.

The Blood of Christ, the cup of salvation.
Communicant: Amen.
