 ñWe are fools for the sake of Christé when reviled, we 

bless; when persecuted, we endure; when slandered, we speak 

kindly.òðSt. Paulôs First Letter to the Corinthians. 

 In the eyes of the world we at St. Paulôs Episcopal Cathe-

dral are foolish. We have the daunting task of trying to maintain 

and grow a congregation that has expensive and aging buildings 

in a Northeastern urban setting where the overall population is 

declining. Further, we are trying to do so when the fastest grow-

ing group in national surveys on religious preference is ñno relig-

ion.ò It is estimated that only 10% of the people below the age of 

40 are part of any kind of religious group. It is true that more and 

more people are moving downtown, most of them empty nest 

baby boomers and a few younger adults. But here again, only 

about 30% of baby boomers are part of any religious organiza-

tion.  And you who are parishioners get up on Sunday morning to 

come to downtown Syracuse when your neighbors who arenôt 

working are visiting St. Mattress or headed out for some kind of 

leisure activity. How foolish we are! 

 

 In this challenging 

context we have a pared 

down and hard working 

Staff that needs to be main-

tained. We have buildings 

that need literally hundreds 

of thousands of dollars of 

long neglected repairs. All 

appearances are that our  

financial needs exceed our 

financial resources. Yes, we 

have some endowment, but we rely on the income of that endow-

ment to provide for the operating budget, and that amount is more 

than we receive in pledges from parishioners.

 But hereôs what matters: we provide a place for the healing 

of hearts, minds, bodies and wills with extraordinary grace, 

beauty and love in a place where there are too many broken 

hearts, minds, bodies and wills, and where extraordinary grace, 

beauty and love are greatly lacking. We do this simply with the 

physical beauty of our Cathedral. Yes, it is expensive, and yes all 

of Central New York would suffer if our building disappeared. 

We have an amazing array of sounds being offered to the glory of 

God and which inspire our souls; from ancient Latin texts sung in 

plainsong, to jazz, rock nô roll and Sudanese drums.  

 

 Over 100,000 meals will be served by the Samaritan  

Center this year, a place where people not only find food, but  

often the only safe community they experience in their lives. 

Hundreds of people come to St. Paulôs as they work to recover 

from chemical addiction at Narcotics Anonymous and men learn 

how to control their anger at a program run by Vera House. 

Young children and aging adults have their faith shaped and  

in-formed through our programs of Christian Formation.   

Christian Fellowship (social capital 

in secular jargon) happens at all of 

these gatherings, plus Sunday 

morning coffee hours, Feminist 

Theology, the Women of St. Paulôs, 

First Friday Dinners and more. 

 

 Plus, did you know that we 

have over thirty adults under the age of 40 attend St. Paulôs most 

Sundays, many of them married couples, and that we often have 

twenty children in church at one time? Did you know that future 

Common Council President, Van Robinson, attended St. Paulôs 

recently and said he plans to come more often? Did you know 

that Ernie Davisô Aunt and Uncle attended St. Paulôs recently and 

said they loved the service? Did you know that on a recent Sun-

day we had two visitors, one a West Virginia alum and the other 

visiting his parents in Syracuse, both of whom commented on the 

quality of the service and the vitality of the congregation?

In case you missed these things, the thirty adults under the 

age of 40, the twenty children and Van Robinson are all part of 

the 12:30 PM Sudanese congregation. Those who are part of the 

8: 00 AM and 10:00 AM congregations donôt see this exciting 

growth that is indeed happening in our Cathedral parish. Ernie 

Davisô Aunt and Uncle came to the 10:00 AM liturgy and sat in 

the back. ñWeôre not actually Episcopaliansò, they said, ñbut we 

found your website, liked what we saw there and decided to come 

here this morning. We loved your service!ò And the two other 

visitors were in attendance at the 8:00 AM liturgy. I was actually 

a little surprised that independently they both commented on the 

vitality they sensed at St. Paulôs, because the 8:00 AM congrega-

tion was even smaller than usual that Sunday due to the Colum-

bus Day holiday weekend. 

 

 I know that all of us are conscious of some of the losses 

that have happened in the past few months, but as Canon Lewis 

has reminded us, we should not confuse size with vitality. St. 

Paulôs is a vital Cathedral Parish, and one that is poised for nu-

merical growth as well. But it may not be growth of the kind of 

people who have come to us in the past. There are signs all 

around us, including the wonderful event ñMurder in A Cathe-

dralò, that we are vital, and that Godôs Spirit is alive and well at 

St. Paulôs Episcopal Cathedral. 

 

 So, while we may look foolish to the world, taking on and 

trying so much that goes against cultural trends, I believe in the 

mission of St. Paulôs Cathedral, ñTo Teach, Celebrate and Serve 

Christò, and believe that those of you who are in this mission with 

me may be fools for the sake of Christ, but also Saints of God.

Everyone is 

dressed in their finest clothes, men in smart suits, women in pretty,  

elegant dresses.  Everyone is having a wonderful, joyful time as 

they celebrate this happy occasion.  It is a traditional wedding  

setting with the cutting of the cake and the toasting of the new 

couple.  Then comes the time for the bride to toss the bouquet. 

And suddenly those elegant, well-behaved guests turn in to pushy, 

ill -mannered competitors!  As the bouquet goes flying into the air, 

shoving and pushing begins, someone may even end up on the 

floor and the catcher of the 

bouquet arises triumphantly 

with the prize in her hand!  I 

have seen some hilarious  

videos on the TV show 

ñAmericaôs Funniest Home 

Videosò of women tumbling 

and tossing about, just to get 

the honor of catching the 

bouquet.   

 

 As I read the gospel lesson for today, I thought of James 

and John trying to get the best spot in the kingdom.  Taking Jesus 

aside,  they were trying to assure for themselves the prime loca-

tion, to be not just with Jesus, but right next to him, one on the left 

and one on the right, to be in the limelight when Jesus came into 

his glory. James and John must have thought they were deserving 

of this spot.  They probably were present to hear Jesus say to the 

rich man, if you want to follow me, sell your possessions and give 

your money to the poor.  Well, hadnôt they done that?  James and 

John had left their father and their fishing business and followed 

Jesus. They must have thought, before the rest of the disciples ask 

first, letôs beat them to the punch and get our spot reserved.  No 

wonder the rest of the disciples got angry with James and 

John.

 As a deacon, I am keenly aware of the role of servant in the 

church.  In fact, the role of deacon, Diakonia, means one who 

serves.  Deacon simply means servant.  The origin of the word, we 

are told, means óthrough the dustô, the one who leads into new 

places, kicking up the dust and stirring it up along the way.  The 

Holy Order of Deacon is to be the icon of all our servant hood, to 

remind us all that we are not here to be served but to serve.  The 

stole of a deacon, different than a priests, is worn across the chest 

to symbolize a towel, such as the towel Jesus used to wipe the feet 

of the disciples. 

 

 When Jesus came among us, he walked and ate with the 

poor, the sick, the outcast, and the sinners.  He took his towel from 

his waist and washed the feet of the sinner, cleaned and healed the 

feet of the sick, wrapped and held to himself the wounded and un-

clean, wiped away the tears and sweat of the laborer, gave rest to 

the feet of the weary, brought warmth to the cold.  Then he turned 

his attention to the rich, the wealthy, the powerful and the privi-

leged. He ate among them and shared his message with them as 

well. But he also challenged them.  Challenged them in ways 

which were uncomfortable.  Share what you have, but not with 

those who will pay you back, but with those who would mostly 

likely be unable to reciprocate your kindness.  Give to the poor, 

the outcast, the lame and the mentally ill.  Give to those who are 

unable to pull themselves out of their poverty or dark places. Give, 

and then give again.  Your giving most likely will not fix the prob-

lem.  Your giving may not even be taken with gratitude or 

thanks.  Your giving may even be met with scorn or an entitled 

attitude.  But give. Just give.  As followers, disciples of Christ, we 

too are servants. Our baptism makes us a full member into the 

household of God.  Through our baptism, we are to take on 

Christôs Diakonia, his servant hood that Christ modeled for us.  

Itôs not just my duty, itôs not just the clergyôs duty, itôs not just 

some one elseôs duty, itôs not just a duty we do with our fellow  

parishioners or neighbors or friends.  It is everyone, everyoneôs 

duty.  It is our duty to Christ, to become one who serves.  
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 There is so much pain out there.  In my work at Crouse 

Hospital and Van Duyn, I am aware of a world that I do not know, 

a world that I have been blessed to not experience.  I recently met 

a woman who does not have health insurance and she does not 

want to start taking the prescription drug for depression and  

anxiety that the doctors say she 

needs because one, she does not 

have the money for it and two, 

even if she did one month, she 

may not have the money the next 

month so she would be going 

through withdrawals.  There is 

the kitchen worker whose 

nephew in New Jersey was shot 

and killed at age 31 by intruders 

who climbed up the outside wall 

and broke into the 2nd floor  

apartment, leaving his sisterôs 

only son dead.  There is the 

grandmother who watches her 

grandchildren and wants to leave the hospital even though she is 

sick because here daughter needs her help.  There is the crack  

cocaine user who wants to quit, to become clean, but finds life just 

too hard to deal with.  There is the mentally ill person who lashes 

out at the nurses and staff because she has been abused and  

mistreated by others in positions of authority and has no trust in 

the system.  There is the elderly resident who smells and has bad 

breath due to the lack of dental care.  There is the county worker 

who was wounded by the words of one who said, óWell, if you had 

gone to school, you could have had a good paying job like meô. 

The list could go on and on and I am sure you all have stories of 

pain and hardship too.  It can seem overwhelming and insurmount-

able.  What difference will my little giving make in a big world of 

hurt?  Friends, we are in this journey together.  Through our  

baptism we have entered fully into Christôs discipleship of  

servant hood.   
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 Iôve seen little glimpses of 

this.  This past week I was  

invited into the holy time of  

someoneôs death.  As his wife, 

Pearl, and I watched and waited, Jim 

passed from this life into Godôs 

presence.  And I saw the servants 

appear.  There was the nurseôs aide 

who came and ever so gently tucked 

the sheet around his body.  There 

was the aide who brought Pearl a 

glass of water and Kleenex and a hug.  There was another aide 

who carefully folded Jimôs clothes for his wife to take 

home.  When Pearl said she needed to call her daughter in Ger-

many and there was no phone in the room, cell phones appeared 

and offers to make calls made.  When that was not going to work 

(no tower coverage) the switchboard operator tried several times 

to get the overseas call placed.  When it wasnôt going through, she 

continued to try and called Verizon to find out why. She found out 

overseas calls can not be made on a county phone line.   There was 

the nurse who punched out because her shift was done, but came 

back on the floor to make sure the friend was called to come and 

bring Pearl home.  

 

 I see servants around St. Paulôs Cathedral 

too.  There is the one who helps out when no 

one else knows.  There is the one who picks up 

trash along the street in front of the Cathedral.  There is the one 

who puts shampoo and soap in the Essential Needs basket. There 

is the one who knits prayer shawls and hangs them on my office 

doorknob. There are the ones who leave pillow stuffing at my door 

for me to take to Van Duyn.   There is the one who smiles.  There 

are the ones who do without need of recognition. 

 

 Can we fix it all?  No.  Can we be servants?  Yes.  We need 

not jockey ourselves into the best position to receive the prize.  It 

has already been bought for us.  Amen.

There are all types of prayers 

that are active in our world.   It was once said regarding the  

banning of prayer in public schools that if one believes it, they 

have never been to a school during final exams!   Here at St. 

Paul's we have a lengthy list of people printed in our prayers for 

the people to pray for.  Some of these people we know, others we 

don't, but they are all known by God.  Some, we might know why 

their name is there, others not.  Federal law in the form of HIPPA  

prevents the reason why prayer is requested be kept confidential 

unless permission is granted by the designated person being 

prayed for. This can be frustrating for some, who would prefer to 

know why they are praying for someone, they don't feel it is as 

effective. While I can understand this feeling, I think we have to 

trust that God will take care of it. 
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     Many years ago, at a particularly  

difficult time, I was struggling with an issue,  

(I can't even remember what it was now!).   

I carried that struggle to bed and tossed and 

turned. About 2 AM, I felt a sense of peace 

and went to sleep.  The next morning at my 

desk at work, my phone rang and a friend 

asked me how I was.  I told her I was ok and why did she ask, 

she replied that she had been awakened at 2 AM with an urgent 

message to pray a rosary for Laurie Sanderson.  I chuckled and 

thanked her, I did not tell her what was happening, but just that 

her prayer had worked.  Many times since then, when she is 

awakened at 2 am, she remembers me and offers a prayer, and I 

am blessed.   

  

 There are many daily life activities that bring a name or a 

memory to mind.  When I wipe the shower walls down after a 

shower, I always think of a dear friend, Beulah Travis .  Beulah 

laughed once as she told me the story of the morning of her first 

trip to Europe, her neighbor came to pick her up to take her to 

the airport and found her standing in the bathtub in her slip,  

wiping down the walls.  That memory and smile is a gift to the 

beginning of my day.  I offer a prayer for Beulah.  Beulah is in 

heaven now, but each morning I complete the ritual, I am  

connected to her.   

 

 It occurs to me that while I think I might know what 

prayer someone needs, that might not be what that person needs 

at that moment.  So when I offer their name, I am asking God to 

be present to them in whatever way is needed.  My prayer is 

open and unrestricted, God will do the rest. 

 

 So praying without ceasing for me is not just reciting or 

reading all the prayers I have learned and love, but rather a way 

of living each day, praying for those I encounter that day, either 

in life or in memories.
