This past summer John Shafer created a flyer to take a self
guided walkthrough of the Cathedral windows. This was
available at the Arts and Crafts Festival and was appreciated by
many visitors. This last Friday at the noon hour, with the flyer,
bible, and a flashlight in hand, I did the tour. I used a flashlight
because I did not want to have any artificial light.

Stopping at each window, I read John's notes, studied the
picture and read the scripture which was the influence for the
window. Each window evoked emotion and memory. The
windows on the north wall are made in England. The windows
on the south wall also contain a Tiffany window and a Keck
window. Keck was a local stained glass artist. It didn't surprise
me that the Keck was my favorite, I decided it was and then
found out it was a Keck, I have always been partial to Keck's
work. [ will refer to that one and others in future writings but for
today, I want to focus on the second window, "Recognition". The
remarkable moment when Mary Magdalene recognizes Jesus at
the tomb.

She turned and said
to him in Hebrew, Rabbouni!

Many years ago when my children were quite little [ had
the television on, on a Sunday afternoon around Easter. This
particular scripture was read and I was immediately taken by it,
wondering what it would be like to hear Jesus call my name.

I mused about it for quite a while. A few years after that found me
at home on a February Saturday, recovering from surgery. My
husband was away and the children were with me. You all know
how kids can be cooped-up in February weather! I finally grew
tired of their behavior and ordered them to their rooms, a little too
harshly, I admit. ( Remember what it is like to be the parent in
February?) . I settled in my own bed, felt a little guilty and called
a friend to talk with her. She suggested I try some centering
prayer. I agreed to, and began praying the "Jesus prayer" . " Jesus
Christ, have mercy on me a sinner." I did this for a few minutes
and suddenly heard my name called urgently, "Laurie!". I said out
loud, "What?" and heard nothing. I got out of bed and checked on
the children, they were sleeping or reading, they had not called my
name, nor would they call me, "Laurie". I shrugged it off and
went on with the day. That night as I got back into bed, I glanced
on the floor and there was a card from pastoral care at Crouse.

The card read, "Behold, I have called you by name, you are mine
and you are loved." Isaiah 43:1. I realized then who had called
me!

I kept this story to myself, only sharing it with a few trusted
friends. It was awhile before I made the connection with the
earlier longings to hear Jesus call my name. It was and is a gift to
me for which I am profoundly grateful. I have never heard Jesus
call my name out loud again but do not need to, my heart is filled
and I look for and find him in the people I encounter in my
work. All of this flooded me as I focused on the beautiful
window of Mary Magdalene recognizing Jesus. I invite you to
stop and take a look at this window, ( the second on the left, north
wall) and think about the ways Jesus has spoken to you.

and hospitality. No matter what the need, the scarcity or hunger,

The Iglesia Anglicana de El Salvador and the Fundacion Cristosal
want to say Ogracias6 to al/l
generous Millennium Development Grant this summer.

The Salvadoran Church and Cristosal are about the mission of
building bridges. We do this literally and figuratively. This past
summer, through the help of donations to Cristosal, a bridge
connecting the rural Usulutan : -
community of El Carmen was
completed with manual labor
of men and women of the
community. EI Carmen is no

rainy season because of
impassable rivers.

Bridges like the Puente de la
Esperanza (the Bridge of
Hope) also enable education to happen, health care to be more
reliable and formation in sustainable and diverse farming to be
possible.

By building bridges with other communities we have been able to
support a three-year project called Hasta la Cosecha (Until the
Harvest) among our three communities in Upper and Lower Usu-
lutan. In addition to learning ways for community sustainable and
ecological farming, communities have come together in mutual
support, and a new generation of leaders has been emerging.



Women have been organized to work with their children in the
devel opment of O6greend family
natural ways of feeding plants. Young people, especially, have

been engaged in this creative project.

The local clinics in the area, organized and run by the church, are
now better served through more easy access. Central New York
has for several years organized a two week traveling clinic led by
physicians, nurses, dentists, health promoters and others from the
United States to do both direct service and to help train local
health promoters for teaching preventative health and first aid.

The mission work of the
Centro Pastoral Jiquilisco,
which serves the three
communities in the Upper
and Lower Usulutan Region,
has been supported by you,
and for now is the only work
done with a Pastoral Team of
clergy and laity. Itisnota
