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Have you remembered St. Paulõs Cathedral in your will? 
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From The Desk of The Dean 

Dear People of St. Paulôs Episcopal Cathedral, 

 While I am away this month Iôd like to share the words of  

Presiding Bishop Katharine Jefferts Schori at the opening  

Eucharist of this summerôs General Convention. I believe her 

words to The Episcopal Church also say much to us at St. Paulôs 

at this time. 

  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 Four and a half years ago, I had the great privilege to join 

in the consecration of a new bishop, one who told an amazing 

story about the journey that had brought us all to that place on a 

cold night in Seattle.  At the end of the service, Victor Rivera, the 

retired bishop of San Joaquin, wrapped the new bishop, his 

daughter Nedi, in his own cope. Some of you may not know that 

while he was bishop in San Joaquin, and for many years after-

ward, he insisted that women should not be ordained.  He didnôt 

go to Nediôs ordination as a priest, and had never taken commun-

ion from her, over the more than 25 years she served as priest.  I 

asked Nedi later how he had come to change his mind.  She said 

to me, ñhe didnôt change his mind; he changed his heart.ò 



  

 

 Ezekiel is talking about a changed heart, but in an even 

more radical sense he means a heart transplant.  Ezekiel is  

speaking to a disheartened body, yearning for home, aching to  

be reconciled, impatient to end their depressed and heartsick 

state.  Any parallels? 

 Heart transplants are at least possible in this era of human 

history ï brain transplants arenôt yet ï but Ezekiel is also talking 

about a brain transplant.  His people understood the heart not as 

the seat of emotion, but the seat of decision-making, the critical 

faculty of judgment we talked about yesterday.  

 Look and listen again.  Ezekiel says the body will be  

disinfected (I will sprinkle clean water upon you, and you shall be 

clean), and then comes the surgery (a new heart I will give you, 

and a new spirit).  This is about a new way of understanding and 

acting, new life that comes from living in a new way. 
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 We didnôt hear it this morning, but Ezekiel goes on to  

report Godôs word about the consequences of this new heart:  

ñI will summon the grain and make it abundant, and lay no  

famine upon you.  I will make the fruit of the tree and the produce 

of the field abundant, so that you may never again suffer the  

disgrace of famine among 

the nations.ò  He also notes 

that this abundance will 

prompt the people to  

repentance for their  

misdeeds, and that the towns 

will be repopulated, and the 

desolate land brought into 

production again.  Godôs 

garden, Eden, will be  

recreated (Ezek 36:29-35). 

 A new heart results in renewed creation ï that reconciling 

mission weôre so fond of talking about.  We receive this new 

heart from an organ donor who has given his life that all might 

indeed have more abundant life.  

 Hearts renewed stay that way,  

living flesh not hardening into stone, when 

they continue to share that new life; the 

exercise of pumping keeps a heart 

healthy.  Ezekielôs hearers need a heart 

transplant because they have forgotten the 

source of their life and blessing, they have 

turned inward, they have become small 

and fearful.  Their new life, like that of the 

dry bones he speaks about in the next 

chapter, will come as they receive the 

moist breath of a life-giving God, as they take in hope and possi-

bility and the creative spirit of God, even in the face of crisis. 
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 The Episcopal Church in the Philippines is offering us a 

remarkable example of what a healthy and life-sustaining heart 

looks like.  The heart transplant began in 1898, with services held 

by chaplains of the occupying U.S. Army.  Though we would 

probably choose a different avenue, the miracle of new life  

happens even in war, and even in colonial structures.  In 1901, 

General Convention established the Missionary District of 

the Philippines and elected Charles Henry Brent as missionary 

bishop.  The first Filipino clergy were ordained, and the  

missionary district became a diocese, in 1937.  By 1971, there 

were three dioceses and indigenous bishops in each.  In 1990, the 

Episcopal Church in the Philippines became an autonomous  

province of the Anglican Communion.  A covenant relationship 

with this Episcopal Church continues to this day, and the  

Episcopal Church in the Philippines achieved financial  

independence in late 2007.  At the offertory this morning, 

Prime Bishop Edward Malecdan will present a gift to our church 

in gratitude for our continuing covenant relationship, as a sign of 

the strong and growing heart in that Church, eager to reach out to 

others in love.  It is a sacrificial gift, and it will bring more  

abundant life to both donor and recipient.

 That transplanted or expanded heart has much to do 

with ubuntu.  It is a recognition that the one Body of Christ has 

many parts, each essential to the functioning and flourishing of 

the whole, and no one part can be the whole.  It is a deep and 

abiding acknowledgement that together we are whole, and cannot 

be whole otherwise.  When the parts of this body 

are working together, they discover both their gifts 

and their limitations.  The little toe plays an  

important role in balance, but it canôt smell, even if 

it is occasionally odorous.  The elbow canôt run, 

even though the energy it gives to a pumping arm 

can add stability and power to the whole body in a 

sprint.  

 The Episcopal Church in the Philippines canôt serve as the 

primary church in Haiti, even though it has important connections 

in other parts of this Church, like Los Angeles.  Nor can this 

Episcopal Church still be the primary gospeller in the Philippines, 

yet the full communion partnership between the ECP, the  

Philippine Independent Church, and this Church enriches us all.  

 The first missionary bishop in the Philippines evidently 

understood this.  He insisted that he wouldnôt ñfound an altar 

against an altar.ò  He wouldnôt go starting Episcopal churches 

with the goal of converting Roman Catholics.  He saw the mis-

sion of that nascent church as evangelical responsibility for Eng-

lish-speaking expatriates, and for the urban Chinese population, 

but more especially for the unevangelized peoples of the Philip-

pine Islands.  The strength of the ECP today largely comes from 

the indigenous people of the mountains and the lowlands, where 

Episcopal missionaries first took the gospel.  Brent wouldnôt let 

them stay in the cities; he believed that those cities already had 

most of the altars they needed.  He went looking for people who 

were open to being born again, from above, open to receiving a 

new heart and a new spirit. 
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 That is still our mission work ï taking good news and re-

birth and offering heart transplants to the languishing.  The heart 

of this church will  slowly turn to stone if we think our primary 

mission work is to those already in the pews inside our beautiful 

churches, or to those at other altars.  We are in cardiac crisis if we 

think we can close the doors, swing our incense and sing our 

hymns, and all will be right with the world.  The heart of this 

body is mission ï domestic and foreign mission, in partnership 

with anyone who shares that passion. 

 Jesus has already given this body a new heart.  Every time 

we gather, the Spirit offers a pacemaker jolt to tweak the rhythm 

of this heart.  The challenge is whether or not weôll recognize and 

receive that renewed life, whether the muscle will respond with a 

strengthened beat, sending more life out into the world.  

 If you read Ezekiel a bit more closely, you discover that 

the delivered promise of full larders and planted fields and  

repopulated cities is followed by repentance, by metanoia, getting 

a new mind ï and a new heart.  Once abundance is recognized, 

people begin to feel their hardened hearts.  Abundant life is not 

only promised, but realized, and when we notice, we begin to  

accept the transplant.  We will find more abundant life only in 

being poured out in giving life to the world. 

 So, how will this heart push more lifeblood out into a lan-

guishing world?  Can you hear the heart beat?   Mission,

 As many of you know, Arch Friedel, Warden Emeritus, 

died in August.  I have had the privilege of knowing Arch and his 

family for over 30 years, and the opportunity to work closely with 

him on various committees and during his tenure on the Vestry 

and later as he served as a Warden.  There are many traits that 

each of us cherished in Arch.   

 Some of the things that I came to appreciate in Arch was 

his ability to laugh at his own foibles and his ability to (at times) 

to change his mind on things that he felt strongly abouté if he 

felt it would be better for the life of the congregation.   
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 Arch did have very strong opinions about St. Paulôs  

Cathedral.  He loved this Cathedral!  He loved the building!  He 

loved the music!  He loved the Anglican style of liturgy!  Arch 

inspired others, especially fellow architects Newt Wiley and Bill 

Pitcher, in their passion about the Cathedral complex. 

  

 This morning as I sat in the Cathedral, I think I got a 

glimpse of that.  As an architect, Arch, knew what it must have 

taken to have a vision of an as-yet to be built sanctuary.  And he 

could appreciate the magnificence of the special music that is  

often associated with such edifices.  Without fail, as visitors  

entered the Cathedral during the Arts & Crafts Festival, they  

referred to the ñsplendorò of the space. 

 Arch was often the go-to person for parishioners who 

might have disagreements with how things were going.  He 

would raise those concerns, and, as noted previously, he would 

acknowledge pleasure when things seemed to be right for the  

parish even if it was not his preferred path. 

 I often wonder ñWhat is the role of a cathedral, particu-

larly St. Paulôs Cathedralò in todayôs world?  That role is cer-

tainly different for us in North America in the 21st century than 

for the large cathedrals of Europe that were built several centuries 

ago. 
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 My experience is that St. Paulôs is more alike most of the 

parishes in the Episcopal Diocese of Central New York than  

dissimilar.  Most of our parishes have been witnessing decline in 

membership for decades and struggle financially to keep the 

doors open.  Although their sanctuaries are generally much 

smaller, the care and love for those spaces is as evident as that at 

St. Paulôs.  Similarly, their music and liturgy, is as special to them 

as ours is to us at St. Paulôs.  My suspicion is that many (most?) 

Episcopalians throughout our Diocese have limited concern about 

their Cathedral. 

So what then is the role of this cathedral in todayôs world? 

 For me, the response to that question is critical as we  

continue to ñEmbrace Our Futureò.  It is going to take a lot of 

timeé meetings with the Bishop, meetings with other Diocesan 

leaders, and, I think most importantly, nurturing relationships 

with the laity throughout our Diocese. 

 I believe that each of us has a responsibility, and the ca-

pacity, to nurture those personal relationships.  It is not necessary 

to wait on the work of our Vestry, the Bishop, and othersé many 

of us have friends who are members of parishes throughout the 

Diocese.   

 There are many exciting events at St. Paulôs coming up 

within the next few monthsé extend an invitation to those  

Episcopalians. 

 To assume our role as the diocesan cathedral, we need to 

learn of the expectations and desires that they have of us, and, we 

need to learn from them about the successful programs that are 

working in their home parishes. 

 Thank you again to everyone who has been working over 

the summer on ways to implement plans for  ñEmbracing Our  

Future: To Teach, Celebrate and Serve Christò.   

 

   Much work remainsé

ñIf you are offering a gift , if you remember that your brother or 

sister has something against you, leave your gift there before the 

altar and go; first be reconciled to your brother or sister and then 

come and offer your gift.ò  Matthew5 23-25 

 Recently my husband and I worshipped at a little country 

church following a family reunion in Pennsylvania.  A line from 

the pastorôs sermon distracted me away from his sermon.  He 

quoted ñBeware of idle gossipò I jotted it down and then added 

ñis gossip ever idle?ò  My husband looked down and smiled, 

commenting, ñNo, itôs rather active, isnôt it?ò  He is so right.  

Gossip is by nature active and often destructive.  That is the rea-

son to beware.   

 Sometimes gossip is a misunderstanding of something 

said, and instead of checking it out, it gets spread like the old tele-

phone game with humorous results.  But often someone is upset 

by something that was said or done or not, yet they donôt address 

it with the person they are upset with.  A complaint is made to 

someone else and it is passed on and on, often escalating, causing 

a lot of damage.   
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 Churches can breed a lot of gossip and St. Paulôs is not  

immune.  When there is hurt between people and it is not  

confronted directly, there is aching and pain.  As the scripture 

says, be willing to go to your brother or sister, talk and be willing 

to listen and allow healing to happen.  I can testify to the power 

of this, when I was in a different denomination, some very  

difficult things happened in the congregation I attended.  A  

meeting was held with an outside clergyperson to moderate.  It 

was not handled well and many people were painfully affected by 

it.  I was angry, wrote the other minister demanding to know why 

he allowed these things to happen.  He made no reply.  That pain 

stayed with me for years and when I would hear his name, I 

would start to boil over.  Finally I realized I was holding him  

hostage with my anger and asked a mutual friend to meet with 

both of us.  That meeting happened, forgiveness and  

reconciliation happened and our hearts were less heavy.   

 There have been a lot of difficult feelings around St. Paulôs 

and it has been destructive.  We have opportunities for new 

growth yet it will be difficult unless we learn to speak and listen 

openly to each other.  The vestry and wardens are trying to model 

this and encourage you if you have a concern to speak to us so we 

can help get it addressed.  Wonôt you join us at the altar?
